If you hit it in the
rough or the trees and you
can't find it, it’s a lost ball. Of
course, all of this is against
the rules. There is no leaf rule
in the U.S. Golf Association’s
book of commandments so make it up as you
go and have fun. Next month we will discuss
the “snow rule”.
